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Canine Rehabilitation's

emphasis is on proper,

thorough soft tissue diagnosis

and problem solving. The

primary goal of Rehabilitation

Therapy is to recreate normal

function to areas that have

been affected by surgery,

trauma or injury. 

Research indicates that loss of

muscle mass begins within 24

hours following surgery or

serious injury. An increase in

swelling occurs, in addition to

loss of muscle control and

stiffening of joints, when

rehabilitation is delayed. Gone

are the days of performing

surgery or putting on a cast,

and discharging a patient

without rehabilitation.
